He who belittles his 

neighbour lacks sense; a man of understanding 

remains silent.  A generous man will prosper; he who 

refreshes others will himself be refreshed.  

And so on!  I must say, a whole book of witty sayings 

can be a bit much a t one go.  But both political and 

religious activists know that, in small measures, 

sound -bites can be invaluable.  Clearly, other 

activists think so too!  I recently drove behind a car 

bearing this sticker: You stop praying in my kidsõ 
school, and I wonõt think in your church!  Now there 

are just so many questions crying out to be asked 

about this arenõt there?  Whose school?  Whose 

church?  How many uninvited pray -ers wander into 

schools?  Is this really an issue?  Who produced the 

stickers and what is th eir agenda?  And so on!  

Iõd love an opportunity to explore the worries 

underpinning this, but for now let me just say one 

thing: absolutely anyone, religious or not, is most 

welcome to come and think/pray in their local parish 

church.  That is what itõs there for!  Watch out for the 

ôOpen Churchõ notice on the gate.
